Toni Morrison was a national
treasure, as good a storyteller, as
captivating, in person as she was on the
page. Her writing was a beautiful,
meaningful challenge to our
conscience and our moral imagination.
What a gift to breathe the same air as
her, ifonly for a while. - Barack Obama

Toni Morrison the Nobel
laureate in literature whose best-selling
work explored black identity in
America - and in particular the often
crushing experience of black women -
through luminous, incantatory prose
resembling that of no other writer in
English, died on Monday in the Bronx.
She was 88.

The first African-American
woman to win the Nobel Prize in

Literature, in 1993, Ms. Morrison was
the author of 11 novels as well as
children's books and essay collections.
Among them were celebrated works
like "Song of Solomon," which received
the National Book Critics Circle Award
in 1977, and "Beloved," which won the
Pulitzer Prize in 1988.

Ms. Morrison was one of the rare
American authors whose books were
both critical and commercial
successes. Her novels appeared
regularly on the New York Times best-
seller list, were featured multiple times
on Oprah Winfrey's television book
club and were the subject of myriad
critical studies. A longtime faculty
member at Princeton, Ms. Morrison
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lectured widely and was seen often on
television.

In awarding her the Nobel, the
Swedish Academy cited her "novels
characterized by visionary force and
poetic import," through which she
"gives life to an essential aspect of
American reality."

Ms. Morrison animated that
reality in prose that rings with the
cadences of black oral tradition. Her
plots are dreamlike and nonlinear,
spooling backward and forward in time
as though characters bring the entire
weight of history to bear on their every
act.

Her narratives mingle the voices
of men, women, children and even
ghosts in layered polyphony. Myth,
magic and superstition are inextricably
intertwined with everyday verities, a
technique that caused Ms. Morrison's
novels to be likened often to those of
Latin American magic realist writers
like Gabriel Garcia Marquez.

In"Sula," a woman blithely lets a
train run over her leg for the insurance
money. It will give her family. In "Song
of Solomon," a baby girl is named Pilate
by her father, who "had thumbed
through the Bible, and since he could
not read a word, chose a group of letters
that seemed to him strong and
handsome." In "Beloved," the specter of
a murdered child takes up residence in
the house ofher murderer.

Throughout Ms. Morrison's

work, elements like these coalesce
around her abiding concern with
slavery and its legacy. In her fiction, the
past is often manifest in a harrowing
present - a world of alcoholism, rape,
incest and murder, recounted in
unflinching detail.

It is a world, Ms. Morrison
writes in "Beloved" (the novel is set in
the 19th century but stands as a
metaphor for the 20th), in which
"anybody white could take your whole
selffor anything that came to mind."

"Not just work, kill or maim you,
but dirty you," she goes on. "Dirty you
so bad you couldn't like yourself
anymore. Dirty you so bad you forgot
who you were and couldn't think it up."

But as Ms. Morrison's writing
also makes clear, the past is just as
strongly manifest in the bonds of
family, community and race - bonds
that let culture, identity and a sense of
belonging be transmitted from parents
to children to grandchildren. These
generational links, her work unfailingly
suggests, form the only salutary chains
in human experience.

"She i1s a friend of my mind," a
character in "Beloved," a former slave,
thinks about the woman he loves. "She
gather me, man. The pieces I am, she
gather them and give them back to me
in all the right order. It's good, you
know, when you got a woman who is a
friend of your mind."

A First Doomed Heroine

Ms. Morrison's singular
approach to narrative is evident in her
first novel, "The Bluest Eye," written in
stolen moments between her day job as
a book editor and her life as the single
mother of two young sons. Published in
1970, it is narrated by Claudia McTeer,
ablack girl in Ohio, who with her sister,
Frieda, is the product of a strict but
loving home.

The novel's doomed heroine is
their friend Pecola Breedlove, who at
11, growing up in an America
inundated with images of Shirley
Temple and Dick and Jane, believes she
1s ugly and prays for the one thing she is
sure will save her: blue eyes.

In a drunken, savagely
misguided attempt to show Pecola she
is desirable, her father rapes her,
leaving her pregnant. Now an outcast
both in the community and within her
own fractured family, Pecola descends
into madness, believing herself
possessed of blue eyes at last.

Reviewing the novel in The New
York Times, John Leonard commended
Ms. Morrison for telling the story "with
a prose so precise, so faithful to speech
and so charged with pain and wonder
that the novel becomes poetry."

The novel prefigures much of
Ms. Morrison's later work in its
preoccupation with history - often
painful - as seen through the lens of an
individual life; with characters' quests,
tragic or successful, for their place in
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the world; with the redemptive power
of community; and with the role
women play in the survival of such
communities.

Ms. Morrison explored these
themes even more overtly in her second
novel, "Sula" (1973), about the return of
a young woman, now a scandalous
temptress, to her Midwestern
hometown and the ostracism she
confronts there, and in her third, "Song
V-' of Solomon" (1977), the book that
cemented her reputation.

"The writing is - I'm free from
pain," she told NPR's Fresh Air in 20is.
"It's where nobody tells me what to do;
it's where my imagination is fecund and
I am really at my best. Nothing matters
more in the world or in my body or
anywhere when I'm writing.

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Remembering Girish Kanrad-
The Shining star of Indian Theatre

"I have no special talents But I
am passionately curious" Observed
Albert Einstein and this holds true for
the person I have taken today to write -
The man who was both passionate and
curious about creative arts- the person
who tried his hand in every art and not
only he persuaded in the particular art
but he excelled in it, took it to another
level. This person I am speaking of is
Girish Karnad internationally
rewarded and highly revered
playwright, actor, director and
translator.

Girish karnad was born at
Matheran on 19 may 1938. At the age
of 14, he would go to watch plays with
his parents. Theatre and folk plays of
newly Independent India fascinated

little karnad. Afterwards his parents
stopped going to watch plays. That
didn't keep Karnad away from theatre.
He kept going to theatre alone or
sometimes with his servants.

"I am not a poet. I wish I was a
poet. I had a heartbreak when I
suddenly realized that I can't write
poetry." Says Kanrad in an interview
"The interesting thing is when I wrote
my first play, it came out in Kannada.
Till that moment I thought I was going
to be an English poet. It was age of 22.1
wanted to settle down in England and
be after Elliot, Yeats , Girish Karnad.
You know" He laughs.

The longest myth Mahabharata
1s one of the favourite book of Girish
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Karnad and in it the story of Yayati
became his inspiration to write the
same story in a different mode- Yayati
(1960) Different writers handle the
same theme differently. Karnad relates
the myth to present and gives us the
hint of future.

His play 'Yayati' is the typical
representative of the common man who
despite his varied happiness, is always
unsatisfied and is madly running in
pursuit of new pleasure and enjoyment.
He mistakes momentary animal
pleasure for eternal happiness. Karnad
interprets the ancient theme in modern
context. Eike yayati of Mahabharata,
the modern man of today is groping in
the darkness of material pleasures. He
finds himself in a world in which old
spiritual values have been entirely
swept away and new spiritual ones are
yet to be discovered.

When we read the play Yayati,
we realize that Yayati still exists in all of
us because we too keep on longing for
worldly pleasures. Karnad wants to say
that we all have eyes but very few have
vision. At the end of the play Yayati
realizes that happiness for a reason is a
form of misery because the reason can
be taken away at any time. To be happy
fornoreason is the real happiness.

When Karnad was done with his
first play, his publisher asked for a new
story and Karnad had no idea of what to
write. As he read a book of criticism, a
famous kannadian citic had said "there
are no historical plays in Kannada and
that kannada writers don't know how to

write history creatively" after that
Girish Karnad asked himself "Why
not?" He took a book of history and
went through it from the first chapter
MOHENJE DARO and at the time of
Tughlaq he stopped and that's it. "That's
an interesting character" said Karnad.
This is how Tughlaq (1964) came onto
stage.

In 'Fire and the rain' (1998) two
absolutely contrast emotions are put
together in the play- love and hatred.
Both of them have their values,
intensity and climax. Love is, in fact,
life giving force of human beings.
Karnad depicted genuine love between
Arvasu- a Brahmin and Nittilai- a tribal
girl. In this play Karnad sharply
criticizes our notion of casteism, which
is spread all over the nation. The vain
knowledge of Brahmans and their
notion of possessiveness for it are also
criticized. In this way, Karnad directly
or indirectly criticizes the false notions
of our so called modern society.

This beautiful and suggestive
play attracted Bollywood director Arun
sajani, who made a movie based on it
called Agni Varsha (2002)

The passionate childhood and
the discussion of plays at home
nurtured Girish Karnad to become one
of the Shining Star in India. He was an
existentialist philosopher. Through
Yayati, he displayed the horrors of
obsession. Through The Fire And The
Rain, he showed the westerns the real
modern Indian society which is so
attached to caste system.
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Karnad's job as a writer was not
to correct the wrongs but to highlight
the wrongs.

As a director he was always
disciplined. His beginning, lunch time
and shooting time was all scheduled.
After the lunch he would rest for ten
minutes on his chair. He always talked
nicely to everyone on the set.

Such disciplined, down to earth,
versatile Girish Karnad drew his final
breath on June 10 2019. He will always
be remembered. His contribution to the
Kannada theatre has given its own
identity. Such Karnad will always be
alive in the characters he has given birth
to and Indian theatre will always have a
place for him as a star, shining forever.

What is NRC : All you need to
know about National Register of
Citizens.

As soon as the citizens
Amendment Bill was passed in both
houses of Parliament and give
Presidential assent making it a law,
loud murmurs started about another
move a National Register of Citizens
NRC.

The passing the citizenship
amendment Act has set of protests
across the country, which many fearing
that the controversial legislation which
grants to select minorities from
Pakistan, Afghanistan and Bangladesh
India citizenship will be used in
conjunction with the National Register
of citizens (NRC) too deem minorities

as "illegal immigrants".

The NRC first gained national
prominence with its implementation in
the northeastern state of Assam. But
the citizens registry is fuelling fear and
panic in the nation.

What exactly is the NRC ?

At its core, the NRC is an official
record of those who are legal India
Citizens. It includes demographic
information about all those who qualify
as citizens of India as per the
citizenship Act, 1955. The register was
first prepared after the 1951 census of
India and since then it has not been
updated until recently.

So far, such a database has only
been maintained for the state of Assam.

Why was NRC updated for Assam ?

This has been a state-specific
exercise to keep its ethnic uniqueness
unaltered. In 2013. Assam Mahasagha
and Ors filed a writ Petition before the
Supreme court demanding the deletion
of illegal migrants names from voter
lists in Assam.

In 2014, the SC ordered the
updation of the of NRC, in accordance
with citizenship Rules. 2003 in all parts
of Assam. The process officially started
in 2015 and the updated final NRC was
released on August 31, with over 1.9

million applicants failing to make it to
the NRC list. After protests of the
exclusion of many Hindus from the list,
the home ministry declared that the
NRC will be carried out again in
Assam.

Will there be a nationwide NRC ?

Ever since the implementation
of the NRC in Assam, there has been a
growing demand for its nationwide
implementation. Now, many top BJP
leaders including Home Minister Amit
Shah have proposed that the NRC in
Assam be implemented across India. It
effectively suggests to bring in
legislation that will enable the
government to identify.

How is NRCrelated to CAA ?

The proposed nationwide NRC,
which till now remains just a proposal,
if implement will target illegal
immigrants in India.

But Hindus, Christians, Sikhs,
Buddhist, Jains and Parsis coming from
Afghanistan, Pakistan and Bangladesh
won't be affected, if they claim they
have arrived in India after fleeing
religious persecution.

This essentially means if a
nationwide NRC comes in as proposed,
any illegal immigrant from nations
other then Pakistan, Afganistan and
Bangladesh will be affected. Moreover,
many also fear that Indian Muslim may
be deemed illegal immigrants if they
are uable to furnish adequate proof of
citizenship as they are not included in
the Citizenship Amendment Act.
